Twelve thematic levels assume a 

theoretical form of presentation of the material; the remaining thematic modules 

are mastered by students during practical classes. The wide coverage of the 

material involves consideration of both the universal foundations of the study of 

mythology, and more specific material in the mainstream of Germanic-

Scandinavian mythology, Romanian mythology, analysis of the role of Romano-
